"« Meanwhile the violence and atrocities of the Nawab con-
tinued to augment the disgust of his ministers and officers
none of whom considered themselves secure from the caprices
of his passion. Every day ploduoed some new act of provo-
cation; and in the month of May Meer Jaffer, tho paymaster
and general of his forces, Raydurlab, the finance minister and

the all powerful bankers the Seths, entered into a comblna-
tlon to dethrone him,”

“ As the plans of the party proceeded, Jagat Seth, the
banker assured his friends that there was little, if any, chance
of success without the co-peration of Clive, and they invited
him to join them, holding out the most magnificient offers for
the Company. Clive felt that “there could bs neither peace
nor secumt) while such a monstar as the Nawab reigned, ”
and readily entered into their plans nolwithstanding the
the reluctance of the timid council in Calcutta.

nied, plunged into the river, determined not to secure them”

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REPERTORY OF JAIN BiBLIOGRAPHY.

KapAMBss OF BaNavast.

It is not unreasonable to ‘aeeept. as Mr. Fleet does (Jour-
nal Bom. Br. vol IX p. 229 249.) that the Kadambas of Vaija-
yanti or Banavasi were followers of Jainism. They make in

fact numsrous gifts to the different Jain sects. But the ins-
criptions, whenever. they bear dates, are not dated according

to the years of each reign and do not therefore bear any new
elements for the the general chronology of India.

Among the oldest representatives of this dynasty which
Mr. Fleet places in the second half of the fifth century after
Christ ( Ind. Ant. vol VI. p. 22-23) we find:

~ Kakusthavarman: the 80th year (of his reign ?) a gift to
Cruta Kirti (no 96 :

Mrgecavarman son of Cantivarman and grandson of
Kakusthavarman; the 3rd year, of his reign, gift (no 97);-the
fourth year, another gift to the cvetapatas and to the Nir-
granthas (no. 98);—the 8lh year, foundation of a temple at
Pelacika and new gifts to the Nirgranthas as well as to the
Kurcakas and to the Yapaniyas (vo 99).

Raviwarman, son of Mrgeeavmman; gifts and the promul-
gation of an edict in fovor of the Yapaniyas. (no 100);—
another g;lft (no 101);—during the 11th year of his reign, his
brother Bhanuvarman mwakes a new gift (no 102).
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Harivarman, son of Ravivarman, the fourth year of his
reign, a gift in favor of the Kurcakas and of the temple built
at Palacika by Mrgecavarman (ne 103);-the fifth year, gift to
the sect. Aharisti (no 104).

"Devavrman son of Krsnavarman [1]: a gift to the Yapa-
niyas (vo 105). ,

At last and without doubt many centuries later en C. 977=
1055 A.D. another Kadamba of Banavasi, Harikesarin, feuda- .
tory of the Calukyas of Kalyani makes a gift of land to
Bankapura (no 187).

. WesTEYN CALUKYAS OF Bapawmr
~ The kings of the old calukya Dynasty constantly favored
Jainism (cf R. G. Bhandarker Early history of the Deccan,
second edition, Bombay 1895 p. 59). some inscriptions, unfortu-
nately apocryphal or without dates mention among others:— -
~ Pulikecin I. C. 411 (su) a gift in favor of a temple built
by his feudatory Samiyara (mo 106, apocryphal). A
Kirtivarman [I]. a gift to Prabhachandra (no 107).
Vinayaditya: C. 608=687 A D. a gift (no 111, apocryphal).
Vijayaditya: C. 651=729 A.D. & gift (no 113, apocryphal);-
his sister Kunkumamahadevis founds a temple at Gudigere
(no 210 ). '

Vikramaditya IL C. 656=734 A. D. restoration of the
temples of Pulikere and gifts ( mo. 114 apoeryphal ).

SENDRAS. :

Tnscription no 109 (apocryphal ) mentions a king of the
name of Durgacakti belonging to the family of the Sendras,
who makes a gift of land to the Jains at the time of the old
of the west Satyacraya ( Pulikeein II 7)

Pratiharas of Kanauj.

Perhaps the founder of this dynasty was Amaraja, who
was converted by Bappabhattisuri and who is mentioned by an
inscription at Catrunjaya as the ancestor of the Oswal tribe

(vo 665 ).
Pavravas.

According to inscription np 305 a Pallava king whose
name is not mentioned acknowledged Vimalacandra as his guru,
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Dynasry CHAVDA oF ANHILVAD.

- The 1st representative of this dynasty, Vanaraja consec-
rates a statue in S. 802=745-746 A. D. (no 116). —— T
Rastra Kuras or MALKHED.

These kings contributed in_a large measure to the deve-
lopement of Jainism and it is known that one of them Amo-
ghavarsa I. is considered by the Digambaras as the another
of Prashnottara-ratna-malika (cf R. G. Bhandarkar, Early
history of the Deccan, second edition p. 68-69). The inscrip-
tions make mention of him as well as of other princes namely:—

Govindaraja IIT ( Prabhutavarsa ): C 724=802 A. D., a
gift (no 123 );—C 735=872 A. D, a gift to Alkaklrtx of the

Yapaniya sect (vo 124). -
Amoéghavarsa I C 782=860 A. D. gift of a village (no 127
apocryphal).

Krsnaraja (II?] C 797=875 A. D. foundation and endow-
ment of a temple at Saundati (no 130, of doubtful authenticity).
Indraraja IV. C. 904=982 A. D, his death by mamtlon »

at Cravana Belagola. (no 163).
RASTRAKUTAS OF GGUJARAT.
Inscmptlon no 125 relates a gift of land made in C. 743=821

A. D. by Karkaraja son of Indraraja.
